Reporting to Sistema Toronto’s Chief Operating Officer, the Centre Director - Lambton Park will oversee on-the-ground
operations at Sistema Toronto’s Lambton Park centre. The Centre Director is the direct supervisor for Sistema Toronto
teaching artists at their centre and is responsible for managing and coordinating the teaching team; maintaining effective
communication between teaching artists; communicating with parents; supporting teachers in their teaching; managing
schedules; managing instruments and equipment; maintaining student discipline; and liaising and maintaining strong
professional connections with the students, families, principals, and school teachers.
